ABSTRACT:
Despite large reductions in the levels of serious road trauma across Australia over recent
decades, still some 1600 fatalities and about 13 times as many serious injuries occur on
Australia’s roads each year. These losses are unacceptable both today and as a legacy for
future generations of Australians. They are also largely avoidable. This presentation will
review the past role of road designers in preventing road trauma and also identify future
opportunities for the designers and operators of our road-transport system to lead a
successful assault on road trauma across Australia. High priority problems will be described,
together with the types of infrastructure proven to deliver lasting improvements in system
safety. Some key measures of infrastructure effectiveness will also presented and
discussed.

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Australian Road Crash Fatalities
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*Deaths peaked in 1970, with 3798 fatalities. At the time Australia’s population
was 12.5 million and there were only 4.77 million cars on our roads (1 car per 2.6
people). By 2002, the population was 19.6 million with 12.8 million cars (1 for
every 1.5 people), but less than half that number (1715) were Killed.

*The lowest road toll was in 2004, with just under 1600 killed. This is about the
same as in 1950.
