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Safety Concerns with Air and Airless Equipment

A Do not reduce or clean stripers with gasoline

A Use the cleaning solvent recommended by the paint
manufacturer.

A Always flush and/or clean at the lowest possible
pressure

A Always remove the airless tip when flushing hose
and gun. Less chance of toxicity from airborne
particles and less back pressure for faster clean up
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Safety Concerns with Air and Airless Equipment

A Use the “Static Cord” supplied with the striper and
make sure you earth ground it. This can be done
by pounding a metal stake (1 ft long) into the
ground 6-9 inches to get the proper grounding.

A Relieve the system pressure when not striping and
use the gun locks(always) to prevent possible skin
injection.

A Always replace worn or torn hoses

A Never fill your gasoline tank up while the unit is
running.
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Safety Concerns with Air and Airless Equipment

A Keep all filters clean and clear of debris

A Never point paint gun towards you or others when
cleaning or adjusting

A Check engine often for maintenance to avoid costly
repairs and on-site issues

A Consult your instruction manual and MSDS sheets
for complete guidance to safe operation
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Injection Q
