9.00 Safe Systems Approach to Road Safety
 Wal Smart … NSW Centre for Road Safety

ABSTRACT:  

The New South Wales Government•s State Plan identifies road safety as one of its key priorities, with road safety objectives 
aimed at achieving a significant reduction in the NSW road toll.  The RTA was identified as the key agency responsible for 
road safety and on 28 May 2007, the Minister for Roads announced the establishment of the NSW Centre for Road Safety. 

The Centre for Road Safety utilises the Safe Systems approach to road safety when developing strategies and policies.  
The 'safe systems' approach underpins the current national road safety strategy.  This approach promotes the building of 
a road transport system where fatal and serious injury crashes are not acceptable, recognises that safe travel is a shared 
responsibility between road users and road system designers/operators, and acknowledges that driver errors should not 
result in fatal or serious injury.  The integrated elements of the 'safe system' include road and roadside infrastructure, 
vehicles, vehicle speeds (including speed limits) and compliance of road users with the law.  The interplay of these 
elements, supported by strong road safety management systems, delivers sustained improvements in road safety.

This paper outlines the safer systems approach to road safety, the philosophy behind this approach, its origins and how it 
is being delivered by the RTA through •mainstreamingŽ road safety into all RTA business as well as dedicated road safety 
programs.

9.25 Are You Ready for Australia•s New Work Health & Safety Laws?

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9.50 Trial Evaluation of Wide, Tactile, Centreline Configurations on the Newell Highway: 
 Dylan Connell … NSW Centre for Road Safety

ABSTRACT:  

Studies into crashes on high speed, rural roads have shown that the installation of a wide tactile centreline may be effective 
in reducing •head onŽ (not overtaking) & •run off road to the rightŽ crashes. These two crash types on high speed rural 
highways are often related to driver fatigue or driver distraction and regularly have severe outcomes.

However, there is currently no Australian Standard wide centreline configuration that allows a vehicle to legally cross over 
the centre line from either direction while overtaking.

The purpose of this project is to evaluate a number of new, audio tactile, wide centreline configurations, trialled by the RTA, 
on the Newell Highway in Western NSW. These line-marking configurations cater for all overtaking manoeuvres, where 
appropriate, but also restrict overtaking where it is unsafe to do so.

This paper will present a comparison of driver behaviour towards current line marking methods against the new, wider line 
marking configurations used in the trial. 

These new wide centreline configurations are expected to have a beneficial effect on reducing crashes caused by fatigue 
and driver inattention on undivided rural carriageways

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11.25 Finding Our Way In the Dark … Brisbane•s Bikeway Night-time Delineation Project
 Dallas Lee … Brisbane City Council

ABSTRACT:  

Brisbane City Council has a large, expanding bikeway network made up of both on-road and off-road facilities.  As usage 
grows, there is an ongoing process to provide a safe user environment.

While daytime use is satisfied with normal passive guidance and delineation such as line marking and signage, these 
measures are not as effective at night.  Bicycles typically do not carry strong enough light sources to be effective on 
traditional retroreflective materials such as glass beads and sheeting.  Measures such as overhead lighting are often not 
appropriate due to environmental or design issues and cost.

As usage grows the possibility for conflict between users increases and Brisbane City Council is investigating innovative 
solutions for these off-road facilities and is adopting a range of active delineation measures.  These include the use of 
photoluminous materials and solar powered markers.

This paper will share Brisbane City Council•s experiences to date as well future plans and ideas for the innovative use of 
active delineation devices..

1.00 Transport Planning at the Crossroads
 Dr Lionel Schtopp … Traffic Psychologist, Netherlands

ABSTRACT:  

Dr Lionel Schtopp is a traffic psychologist and the Mayor of Drachten in the Netherlands. A Rhodes Scholar, he wrote his 
doctorate on the Ampelmännchen, the little traffic light man who is the symbolic person shown on traffic lights at pedestrian 
crossings in the former German Democratic Republic:

The Netherlands has pioneered a new method which involves removing traffic signs, lights and in some cases, road 
markings. This concept has successfully been tested in the small Dutch town of Drachten, which has had traffic lights 
removed. Other changes included the installation of a children's playground in the middle of one of the roads to force 
drivers to slow down. The initial purpose of traffic lights was supported by data and traffic was made safer, but created 
a new problem because traffic no longer flowed. A number of European cities have begun to successfully implement the 
system developed, which reportedly has decreased congestion and reduced accidents, according to police statistics. It turns 
out that traffic signs and road markings encourage complacency amongst drivers, and roads are actually safer when signs 
and markings are removed.

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1.45 Road Safety … Use of Truck & Trailer Mounted Attenuators
 Brent Kulp … TrafFix Devices - USA

ABSTRACT:  

Truck Mounted Attenuator's (TMA's) have been around for many years in highway maintenance operations and construction 
work zones. Recently their usage has increased due to higher highway speeds and traffic volumes. Also known as "crash 
trucks", "mobile cushions" or "bump trucks", TMA's are designed to safely stop a vehicle in a rear end collision within 15 
feet or less.

Most state highway departments use TMA's on their trucks as they perform a variety of maintenance operations.  Many 
times a TMA truck is used as a shadow vehicle to offer protection for slow moving vehicles such as cone trucks, paint 
striping trucks or overhead sign erection trucks. Additionally, TMA's are now starting to be required on heavy highway 
construction projects where a contractor is closing a lane of traffic. 

In the last few years, Trailer Attenuators, also known as •TA•sŽ have been developed that allow the user to easily move 
attenuators between a multitude of vehicles.

2.10  Mobile Retroreflectometers and Asset Management: Find Yourself Data Rich Without 
Ending Up Information Poor
David Svolos - Roads & Traffic Authority NSW

ABSTRACT:  

The NSW Roads and Traffic Authority has been utilising mobile retroreflectometers on a limited basis for some time. More 
recently, the technology has been utilised to provide performance data for a particular network area.

Over 100,000 25 meter average measurements of retroreflectivity were made during December 2009, by two separate 
providers of mobile retroreflectivity measurement services. Each measurement was accompanied with a set of Longitude 
and Latitude coordinates, allowing for georeferencing of the data. Coupled with the RTA•s extensive asset dataset which 
accurately defines the location of every classified road in the state, the measured data was spatially joined to each 
underlying road. 

Using the RTA•s performance linemarking specification (R145), a map of the network area, colour coded on the basis of 
condition, was generated using a geographic information system. This map provided an objective overview of the condition 
of the network, from which a maintenance schedule can be created. This is a significant step forward from previous 
scheduling techniques that have traditionally relied upon subjective performance data in the form of visual inspections.
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3.15 Correct Use of Retroreflectometers in Australia
 Dennis Richards - DMRichards Technical Consulting

ABSTRACT:  

The night visibility of horizontal pavement markings is measured as retroreflectivity or more correctly the coefficient of 
retroreflected luminance. Retroreflectivity is a key performance indicator for pavement markings, and can provide a robust 
indication of the quality of a marking.

Whilst mobile reflectometers provide a sound means of network assessment, hand-held devices can be used to provide a 
snapshot of local performance and are therefore a useful tool for contractors and network managers alike.

As with any measurement device, reflectometers require knowledge, experience and competency in order to provide a valid 
assessment of a marking•s performance. This paper will cover the basics of retroreflectivity measurement using hand-held 
reflectometers, and will address the maintenance and calibration of these devices. A practical hands-on session covering 
the calibration of reflectometers will take place following the presentation.

ABSTRACT:  

Photoluminescent crystals absorb ambient light then emit that stored energy as visible light at night.  These crystals are 
made into pigments that go into coatings and polymers to make paints, glow sheeting and many other useful products.  
Then we can make more visible markings for use in many safety and other high visibility end products.

In the roadmarking industry glow can be applied for people, seating, steps, bus cabins, in car boots, etc.  With the use of 
photoluminescent systems the vehicle•s safety can be improved.  Marking trucks on dark remote highways and in roads, 
tunnels, other vehicles, depots, etc.  Line marking in remote areas with poor lighting may be improved.  Tunnel identification 
systems and escape paths.  Road workers glow safety vests and helmets.

9.25 Structured Markings for Wet Night Time Reflectivity..............The European  Experience
 Karsten Kristensen - Borum Industri A/S - Denmark

ABSTRACT:  

Driving on roads especially at night-time can be a challenge. Statistics show that driving at night-time increases risk of fatal 
accidents almost three times. Road markings are important traffic aids in guiding the traffic safely and reducing the risks of 
accidents.

The European standards provide guidance for minimum retroreflection levels for different types of roads and road markings. 
Structured markings, e.g. dots, is an example of high performance road marking. This kind of markings gives improved 
retroreflection in wet conditions as well as improved night visibility. Flat lines can be ok for guidance during the day in dry 
weather conditions, whereas the retroreflection in wet or dark conditions is critically close to zero. 

The price for structured markings will be higher than for flat lines, due to the more expensive components as well as the 
more expensive equipment for this kind of work. Is it worth making this investment … what do you think?
